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(i)land - an outdoor work 

Choreographed by Marc Brew, (i)land explores themes of identity, belonging, survival and independence.
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	Three people find themselves abandoned on a desert island with only each other for support. 
As they explore they gradually start to discover the pieces of a vehicle – buried in the sand – that can build a craft, only to discover that it won’t carry all of them…
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6 tons of sand represents the land the characters find themselves in. Drawing inspiration from stories such as The Lord of the Flies, Lost and Castaway, and the legends of the Highland clearances and Australian outback, (i)land aims to engage audiences in questions about perceptions of the body in dance, the politics of disability, isolation and exclusion, ingenuity and invention. Created in 2014 with support from Glasgow 2014 Cultural Programme and Without Walls.

Founded in 2008, Marc Brew Company fuses a fierce physicality with tender expression to explore an emotional narrative in dance.  Grounded in contemporary technique and classical ballet and drawing on the unique physicality of each performer, the work with disabled and non-disabled artists is honest, unsentimental and recognizably human.
Dance workshops for all ages are available, exploring the themes of (i)land.
