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For Now, I am… engages directly with Marc’s body as it is now 19 years on since his life changing car accident. White kabuki silk covers the stage to re-create the clinical setting Marc woke up in. Live video projections, by VJ Jamie Wardrop, give the piece a sense of fluidity, calmness and stillness, as well as evoking how water is used by many religions to cleanse and heal.
